English 212B: Survey of British Literature
3 hour lecture course

Prerequisites. Students should have completed or received credit for Eng 101 and 102.

Course Description (Cadog): A survey of mgor British literary figures and their works. Fulfills the
core curriculum requirement.

Rationale for Eng 212: Survey of British Literature:

1. The coursefulfills part of the requirements for the sudents “core” at Missssippi College. As
part of the core, it is desgned to help students develop critica thinking and reading skills, to introduce
them to cultures outside of their experience, and to enhance their appreciation of the arts and cregtive
expresson.

2. The course supports the mission satement of Missssippi College by offering sudents a
traditiond liberd arts content course which stimulates the sudents s intellectual development and which
through the reading of literature raises issues rdated to the living of a baanced, satisfied and meaningful
life

3. Thiscourse ds0 satisfies part of the requirements for amgor in English at Mississippi
College by introducing students to mgor male and female writers, important texts, and sgnificant
contexts in the study of British literature.

L earning Objectives:

1. The student will learn the identify mgor mae and femae writers, important texts, and
ggnificant contexts in the sudy of British literature.

2. The student will continue to develop critical reading and thinking skills.

3. The student will continue to develop writing skills related to clear expression of ideas and
support of those ideas within an well developed essay.

3. The Renaissance
4. The Commonwesdlth and Restoration
5. The Eighteenth, Nineteenth, and Twentieth Centuries.

Works may be organized in the course ether higtoricdly or thematicaly.

This course will congst of lecture, class discussion, in-class writing, and collaborative work.
Occasondly, you will be given awriting assgnment that you will complete for the following dass
period. We will have frequent daily quizzes on the assigned reading. To get the most out of this class,
you will need to interact with the course materia--think about it, write about it, talk about it, and
certainly reed it--not just listen to me lecture. For this class, your participation is essentid. We will
read the works assigned in relation to their historica context and talk about how the works reflect the
concerns and issues of their time.

This course will help you gain knowledge and understanding of canonica British writers, dong with an
understanding of the cultural and socid contexts in which these authors wrote. It will aso help you
develop criticd sKkills as you actively read and write about the works studied.
