     There are terrific things go-

ing on in the Intensive English 

Program (IEP) at Mississippi 

College this fall!  This semester 

we welcomed thirty-five new 

students to the program from 

several countries, including 

China, Nepal, India, and (for the 

first time) Japan.   These 35 

students have joined the IEP in 

hopes of being put on the fast-

track to improving their English 

proficiency as well as their un-

derstanding of American uni-

versity culture ɀ both essential 

to their academic success here 

at MC. 

     After students took the Insti-

tutional TOEFL test in August, 

the IEP staff looked at the stu-

them into the appropriate class 

for English instruction.  The IEP 

offers English instruction in all 

four areas of language acquisi-

tion: reading, writing, speaking, 

and listening.

beginner, intermediate, ad-

vanced, and advanced II. 

     In addition to their regular 

course work, IEP students are

     Sookmyung International 

Summer School (SISS) is a 

three-week summer study pro-

gram in June and July, and both 

male and female students are 

invited to attend up to two un-

dergraduate courses during the 

program. Professors from

Classes 

meet during the week, and stu-

dents go on cultural excursions 

o n  t h e  w e e k e n d s . 

     Each summer, SISS offers 

approximately 10 different 

courses from which to choose, 

including courses in business, 

mathematics, history, English, 

and the arts.  Each course taken 

earns 3 undergraduate credit 

hours, and all credits are trans-

ferrable to MC. Tuition and ad-

mission fees are waived by 

SMU for MC students, making 

it a very economical summer 

study opportunity for students 

to increase their learning within 

a global environment. Students 

are only required to pay the 

program fee, which includes 

room and board. All MC stu-

dents, regardless of major or 

classification are eligible to 

apply.  

     Interested students are en-

couraged to attend an informa-

tional meeting on October 27 at 

3pm. The meeting will be held 

in the Library Electronic Class-

room. Andrea Haynes, Coordi-

nator of International Pro-

grams, is the liaison between 

MC and Sookmyung University; 

as a result, she will direct the 

application process for SISS
