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Essential Functions for Counseling-Related Positions
These essential functions include, but are not limited to, the following.  Additional essential functions may be identified and included by the hiring Department.
1. Provides mental health and psychological counseling to students and the university community.
2.  Consults with students, parents, faculty members, staff members, and administrators regarding individuals of concern.
3. Serves on the Crisis Prevention team, which includes carrying the Crisis Phone for at least one week per semester.
4. All Counseling Center Interns and Practicum Students will attend MC staff meetings and all required employee training.  This is mandatory group supervision for all counseling-related tracks and positions.
5. Serves in  a specific employment track. (see listed below.)
6. Some office/clerical work will be required as well.

Employment Tracks(Note: Experience is not a requirement to apply for a specific track.)
Calm in Chaos: This group is designed to teach tools that help make the most chaotic day calmer.  Using the model of 1) Hear it, 2)Do it, 3)Talk about it, the group lasts 6 weeks(one hour per week) and explores a variety of ways to make peace in our lives.  This is a group for beginners, although there are extensions of the group for more advanced clients.  The graduate student in this track will coordinate group leaders, marketing and email notifications, and maintain a data base of students who would like to participate in this program.  This individual will also be required to lead at least one section of  Calm in Chaos per semester, and will be trained to do so.  

Substance Abuse and Recovery Community: This specialty track will provide the graduate student with a wide range of experiences in the area of substance misuse and dependency on the individual, group,  and community level.  The graduate student will carry a case load of clients with substance misuse issues and administer substance abuse assessments.   The student will also participate in program development and outreach to the campus and community.  

Eating Disorders: This specialty track will offer a graduate student training and experience in the treatment of clients with various eating disorders.  The graduate student will carry a case load with one to three clients struggling with their relationship with food.  The graduate student will be involved in program development as well as outreach to the campus and community.

Cultural Connections Program: (CCP) The   graduate student in this track will be responsible for some leadership roles in the various  CCP groups.  This track requires programming, marketing, and outreach in collaboration with individuals in the Office of Global Studies.

General Individual and Group Counselor:  This position utilizes a variety of counseling techniques and assessment instruments  in order to provide mental health and psychological counseling to students.  This includes groups, individuals, and perhaps couples.  This position is reserved for master’s students that have completed course work listed on page 3.  The individuals in this track will receive supervision from staff members .
