Music 106, Aural Skills II, is the second semester of a four semester sequence which is required of all music majors.  The first two semesters, MUS 105 and MUS 106, are required for the music minor.  This course covers the first level of the basic skills considered necessary for the completion of the music major or minor degree and for a successful career as a musician.  These skills are in the areas of dictation, singing, rhythm, and basic keyboard performance.  Singing of melodies will use the moveable do system of solfege syllables which may be written in the book.

The skills will be explained and practiced in class.  Class time will also be used for sight reading and improvisation exercises.  The keyboard, rhythm and singing tests will be done individually.  There will be time limits on the dictation and keyboard tests.  Students are expected to spend approximately 3 to 5 hours per week outside of class time to practice these skills.  Some students may require more practice time.  Tutors may be arranged for students by request.

Make-up tests will be given during the last week of classes to students who submit an application with a valid reason for absence.  The application for make-up must be presented immediately after a missed test.  Tests that are not made up will receive a grade of zero.  The final exam will count 20%.  The average of 10 tests plus homework total  (counting as test 11) will count 80% of the final grade.  

There are 10 scheduled tests during the semester.  Grade 11 is derived from the 10 homework assignments in the Horvit workbook.  Each assignment is worth 10 points if complete and turned in on time.  Partial work will receive a grade reflecting the percentage completed.  Credit for homework is given only in class or ahead of class time.  No credit is given for late homework.  An absent student will receive a zero unless homework is sent in ahead of class time (or with another student).

The grading scale for this class is:

F=64 or lower

The university catalog states that the maximum number of absences, excused or unexcused, for a class meeting 2 times per week is 7.  With the 8th absence an automatic F is earned.  Absences numbering 3-7 may result in points being subtracted from the final grade.  The last day to drop a class during the spring semester is March 22, 2013.

All students in this course will conduct themselves with the highest regard for personal ethics, integrity and honesty.  Cell phone use and ear phone use in any manner is prohibited during class time.  Audio or video recording of any kind may not be done without written permission of the instructor.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The required texts for MUS 106 are A New Approach to Sight Singing, 5th edition, by Berkowitz, Fontrier and Kraft, and Music for Ear Training: by Horvit, Koozin and Nelson.  Students will have computer access in Room AV3 in the LRC.  Students should also have 2 sharpened pencils with erasers (not pens), a notebook, and music manuscript paper available for every class period.  

Students may contact the professor by phone (leave a message), by email, or during office hours.  Students may schedule a meeting to discuss grades or progress at any time during the semester.

Feb. 19, Test 3:  DICTATION:  Dictation from Unit 6, Horvit.

Feb. 26, Test 4:  KEYBOARD:  Play the following chord progression exactly as explained in class with correct voice leading in SATB.  Play in 6 major keys:  C, D-flat, D, E-flat, E, F, and in 6 minor keys:  f-sharp, g, g-sharp, a, b-flat, b.  Time limit:  4 minutes.  Chord progression:  I    VI   IV   II6    I  6/4     V7    I.   (More details will be given in class)

Mar. 7, Test 5:  SINGING:  Berkowitz pp. 53-56; from these pages prepare 10 exercises to sing with solfege syllables.

Mar. 21, Test 6:  DICTATION:  Dictation from Units 7 and 8, Horvit.

Mar. 28, Test 7:  RHYTHM:  Berkowitz pp. 185-188.  Prepare ALL exercises on these 4 pages.  Chant the rhythm as instructed in class while conducting with a correct beat pattern.  Two or more exercises will be graded.

Apr. 4, Test 8: SING AND PLAY:  Berkowitz pp. 282-284; Choose one major exercise and one minor exercise from the following list.  Perform as written, playing the keyboard part with two hands while singing the vocal part with solfege syllables.  Major exercises:  40, 42, 44; minor exercises:  39, 41, 46b.

Apr. 18, Test 9:  SINGING:  Berkowitz pp. 361-364; from these pages prepare 10 exercises to sing with solfege syllables.

Apr. 25, Test 10:  DICTATION:  Dictation from Units 9 and 10, Horvit.

	8:00-8:30 Dictation from material in Hovit units 5-10 plus all melodic intervals.
              8:30-10:00 Individual sight singing of 5 melodies selected from pp. 62-65, Berkowitz, plus true sight singing from exercises not previously studied.  Sing the diatonic triads in major and minor with solfege.
