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Description:

This course is designed to help the student understand the principles of common-practice harmony, part writing, and voice leading.  It meets for 50 minutes three times per week for a semester and gives two (2) hours credit.

The material presented in this course provides a foundation upon which each student will build in order to graduate with a major or minor in music.

Objectives:
   1. To assist the student in the development of his/her musical abilities and interests.

   2. To provide the student with the skills necessary to analyze, write, and perform music correctly

and effectively. 

Required Texts:

Tonal Harmony (Sixth Ed.), by Stefan Kostka and Dorothy Payne

Workbook for Tonal Harmony (Sixth Ed.), by Kostka and Payne

Methodology:

Class sessions will normally consist of lecture, discussion, and review of assigned work.  Students are strongly encouraged to enter into discussions and to ask questions.

Academic Honesty:

Students are encouraged to work and study together, but all exams and work turned in must be entirely the student's own.  A student is not permitted to copy another student’s assignments for review/grading by the instructor.  A grade of zero (0) will be given for work that does not meet this requirement.  (For further information concerning this topic, refer to the current Mississippi College Undergraduate Catalog.)

Students with Disabilities

Requirements:

1. Reading in required texts as assigned.

2. Correct completion of written assignments, including tests/exams.

3. Class attendance, including preparation and participation.

Attendance:

Class attendance is vital and students should plan to attend every class meeting.   Students who come to class after the roll has been checked will be marked tardy; 3 tardies shall constitute an unexcused absence.  Those who persist in coming to class late will suffer a grade penalty.

A student may have 3 unexcused absences without penalty.  Beyond that, the student will lose 3 points each for the 4th, 5th, and 6th unexcused absences, and 5 points for each unexcused absence beyond the sixth.  A student who accumulates no more than 1 unexcused absence during the semester will receive a "bonus" of 15 points.
College rules stipulate that a student whose total absences (excused and unexcused) exceed 25% of the class meetings receives a grade of "F".  

Homework: All assigned homework is to be turned in on a full sheet of staff paper unless otherwise noted at the time of the assignment; this exercise will enable you to notate music more skillfully and efficiently.

Homework may be taken up at any time and should be brought to class with the student’s name and the date already at the top.  Late homework will not be accepted; a grade of “0” will be recorded for that assignment.  Homework may not be turned in for credit on the occasion of an unexcused absence.  Homework due on the date of a previously excused absence is due by class time; you may turn it in early by leaving it for me in the music office or by sliding it under my office door. Homework assigned when the student is absent (excused or unexcused) is due as announced in class; the student is responsible for getting and completing the assignment.

Other Information:

Pop tests on the reading material and/or assignment may be given at any time.  A student who comes to class after the quiz will receive a zero for that daily grade.

In the case of an unexcused absence on the date of an announced test, no makeup will be given.  Unusual or extenuating circumstances will be dealt with on an individual basis.

Evaluation:

The student will accumulate points through class attendance, written assignments, daily and weekly quizzes, periodic exams, and a comprehensive final exam.  The grading scale is:
