The  Mississippi  College
Department of Physics is part-
nering with the Office of Global
Education to market its pro-
grams to international students
with strong backgrounds in
math and science. The depart-
ment offers students two viable
undergraduate majors: physics
and engineering physics.

Studying physics trains a
person to be a lifetime learner,
a critical thinker, and an expert

problem solver. In addition,
physics  degrees  prepare
students for successful profes-
sions. According to a recent
survey by the American Insti-
tute of Physics (AIP), 95% of
physics graduates are either
employed professionally or
enrolled in graduate programs.
Another AIP survey revealed
that starting salaries for physics
and engineering physics gradu-
ates range from $40 - $64,000.

The Department of Physics
offers numerous benefits to its
students. First, faculty mem-
bers in the department hold

The Mississippi College Of-
fice of Global Education
enjoys a mutually beneficial
partnership with Sookmyung
Women'’s University. Each year
MC welcomes undergraduate
students from Sookmyung for
nine months of academic
study, and in return, Sook-
myung offers free tuition to MC
students during its summer
school program in Seoul,
Korea. During the 2010-11 aca-
demic year, Hye-Young Park
and Sooyeon Song came to MC
from Sookmyung. Both upper-
classmen, Park and Song are
highly successful students who
are fluent in English.

Park and Song found their
academic experience at MC
enjoyable and beneficial. Song
said: "l really liked all my
classes because they were so
interesting and practical. It was
not about learning boring theo-
ries or grammar, but useful
knowledge. Most of our pro-
jects focused on practical
research or personal opinion.”

The students also made
many friends during their year
of study: “Before coming to
the US, | heard from a lot of
people that people in the US
are so individualistic, and |
didn’t think | would be able to
find any true friends. But, eve-
ryone was nice and helped me
in many ways,” Song said. Park
added, “What | enjoyed most
at MC was definitely friend-
ships. | met lots of good
friends and made precious
memories with them.”

MC will send 16 students to
Sookmyung’s 2011 summer
school, June 27 — July 22. While
in Korea, students will earn six
hours of undergraduate credit
from a broad range of courses.
In addition, Andrea Haynes,
Coordinator of International
Programs, will teach an aca-
demic course at Sookmyung.

Park summed up her year at
MC: “The exchange program
with MC enlarged my experi-
ence and helped me to learn
many things. | think the rela-
tionship should be kept and
even be strengthened through
more exchange programs. *

advanced degrees in the fields
of engineering mechanics, elec-
trical engineering, and physics.
Second, the department boasts
a student to teacher ratio of 10
to 1. Third, all physics and engi-
neering physics majors have
access to their own computer
lab, which is equipped with 10
new desktop computers, each
with flat screen monitors and
internet connectivity. Finally,
the department maintains its
own physical science library in
addition to the main MC library.

Many graduates of the
Department of Physics at MC

have made significant contribu-
tions to the fields of physics
and engineering. For example,
Clifford Charlesworth, flight
director at NASA, was involved
in several Apollo missions, in-
cluding the Apollo 11 and
Apollo 12 moon landings. Fur-
thermore, Dr. Joseph Hamilton
recently made an historic con-
tribution to the sciences as a
principle investigator on a re-
search project that discovered
Element 117.

Soon after graduating from
Chongging University with two
B.A. degrees in law and eco-
nomics, Li, Yiming (George)
came to Mississippi College in
August 2010. After finishing
one semester in IEP, Li enrolled
in academic courses and ap-
plied to the Master of Laws
(LL.M.) program at MC. With
his elite academic background,
Li was quickly admitted.

The LL.M. program is a one
year program tailored for indi-
viduals who have obtained law
degrees from educational insti-

tutions in countries other than
the United States. According to
their areas of interest, students
are free to choose from many
different classes to equip them
for the exciting challenges of
global legal practice. The pro-
gram is limited to 10 students,
for each student is provided
with an ample amount of indi-
vidual attention, guidance, and
support in order to succeed.
